· Appropriate riding clothes must be worn and hard hats to the current standard PAS 015/85 EN 1384 must be worn with the chin strap done up whilst mounted.   
· All ridden horses must be aged 4 years or over.
· Riders and handlers of any stallions must have attained their 14th birthday before 1st January of the current year.

· The committee are unable to make a refund on entry fees.
· The judges decision is final

· Competitors are responsible for adhering to their start times.  Those arriving late may be allowed to compete, but only at the judges discretion
· Complaints must be made in writing to the secretary within 15 minutes of the end of the class or alleged incident accompanied by a deposit of £10.00  The deposit will be retained if the complaint is considered frivolous or malicious.  The committee will give their decision before the end of the competition / clinic.

· The committee reserves the right to cancel or refuse entry if they deem fit to do so.
· The committee reserve the right to retain a proportion per entry in case of cancellation of the event.
· Any horse / pony or rider considered to be misbehaving may be asked to leave Mopley Farm

· All dogs must be kept on leads and must not be left in cars in hot weather

· No lounging

· Galloping and excessive use of the practice area is strictly forbidden

· No horse / pony may be ridden more than once in any class
· It is the owner’s due diligence to ensure that horses and ponies are not left unattended whilst tied to the side or trailers or lorries.

· The judges may disqualify any competitor for misuse of whips or spurs.   Whips over 30” are not allowed.
